BASIC FOUNTAIN TYPES AND GENERAL GUIDELINES

Fountains can be divided into several distinct types based on the number, shape and
type of components.

There are two basic types of water receptacles; shell and bowl. With the shell type, the
fountain ornament or statue is placed at the back of the bowl, over the cavity in which
the pump is located. The pump cable exits via a groove in the bowl at the back of the
fountain. Shell-type fountains are ideal for corner or wall placement as they have a
“back’ side. Some shell fountains have a pot-like water receptacle which sits straight on
the ground. Generally, there is no separate pump cavity for such fountain.

Bowl type fountains are generally round and visually effective from all sides. Thus they
can be placed centrally in courtyards, patios, entrances and so forth. With the bowl
type fountains, the pump cable usually exits via a stand pipe or split bung located near
the centre of the bowl in the pump chamber. The cable then passes down through the
fountain pedestal before exiting through a groove or cut-away at the foot of the
pedestal.

In all cases, the fountain must be set in in a firm, level position. This is essential for
stability as well as for an even flow of water. The fountain may, if necessary, be set up
on a patio slab or a concrete base may be cast.

No plumbing lines or pipes are needed since Henri Studio fountains are equipped with
integral, re-circulating pumps which re-cycle their own water. You should simply site
your fountain within range of your garden hose for topping up and for cleaning.

Some fountains ( those in which water falls from a considerable height or those
equipped with statues bearing umbrellas, for example ) are suitable only for exterior
use. Please ask your Dealer for further advice on fountain suitability for indoor use.

Do remember when handling Henri products that the fountain components are made
of concrete and many are therefore very heavy. They are also easily damaged when
incorrectly handled so always get help when setting up your fountain.

Occasionally we refer to Henri article no’s in this manual - you will find the article no.
of each Henri piece cast into the concrete. You will generally find this number at the
back or base of the piece.

On the next three pages we have illustrated the main types of Henri fountains covered
in this factbook.: identify your fountain and follow the relevant assembly instructions.
Alternatively, cross-reference your fountain article no. in the index on pages 22 to 23
For the Henri fountains not covered in this Factbook, we supply separate instruction
sheets.

Finally, the pump should be supplied through a residual current device ( RCD ) with a
residual operating current not exceeding 30mA. Please see page 18 for further details.
